TERMS & CONDITIONS FOR OUTGOING LOANS 
BORROWER ACTION / RESPONSIBLITIES: The Borrower must adhere to the following conditions and responsibilities upon receipt of Army Artifacts: 
1.
Limitation on Use, Reproduction, and Credit. Borrowed Property shall be used for display purposes only.
(a) Borrowed Property may be photographed while on display and photographs may be used free of charge for record and research purposes as well as for publicity in direct conjunction with the exhibition for which the objects have been loaned. Any specific copyright issues that would prevent use of the image will be addressed at the outset of the loan. (b) Press announcements, brochures, a copy of exhibit catalog or other materials concerning the exhibition or research must be sent to CMH’s Property Branch within one month of publication.
(c) Information used for catalogs, exhibit labels, photograph captions, or any other purposes must conform to the requirements for reproduction and credit as specified in the loan agreement. All such references must include: 
2.
Written Report. (a) The Borrower shall submit Condition Reports and photographs for each piece of Borrowed Property upon Property’s arrival and departure at each venue/location. (b) Borrower shall submit annual condition reports (including current photographs) and environmental data. Reports are to be submitted annually commencing on the execution date of this loan agreement.
3.
Protection of Borrowed Property. (a) Borrower shall take all necessary actions to safeguard the Borrowed Property against theft and damage. Borrowed Property may not be altered, embellished, modified, restored, conserved, or dismantled in any way. CMH will provide the Borrower with condition reports and mounting guidelines as appropriate. No pins, screws, nails, brackets, adhesive tape, surgical wax, paint, or other mounting materials may be used that might leave any marks or evidence on the objects. No reproductions of Borrowed Property may be made without written permission from CMH. Borrowed Property may not be subjected to technical examination of any type without written permission from CMH. The Borrower must notify CMH of any changes in condition within 24 hours. In the event of emergency, the Borrower should take all steps necessary to prevent damage to Borrowed Property. Should damage occur, no repairs may be made without authorization from authorized CMH staff. (b) Borrowed Property must be protected from fire, theft, mishandling, dirt, insects, and extremes of light, temperature, and humidity. The Borrower must provide 24 hour per day, 7 day per week museum quality environmental conditions in accordance with object-specific instructions provided by CMH, 24/7 physical and/or electronic security and a fire-proof building. (c) Objects may not be removed from exhibit for temporary exhibition elsewhere or re-loaned by the Borrower. (d) Objects placed on public exhibition must be locked in secure cases or, in the case of large objects, displayed, so as to provide maximum security. Objects must be stored in a locked, limited access area until safely installed in cases. (e) Borrowed Property may not be physically handled for lectures, demonstrations, entertainment without written permission from CMH. (f) Only adequately trained personnel are permitted to handle, move, or pack objects.
4.
Liability. (a)(i) Borrower shall be liable for any and all damage to the Borrowed Property during the Loan Period (including, but not limited to, any damage which may occur during transit or shipment). Borrower’s liability shall be absolute and Borrower shall not be relieved of such liability because such damage was caused by acts or omissions of others or acts or events beyond the control of Borrower, except that Borrower shall not be liable for the portion of such damage attributable to the negligence of CMH. (ii) Borrower shall immediately notify CMH of any and all damage to the Borrowed Property. (iii) In the event the Borrowed Property is damaged during transit or shipment, Borrower shall also immediately notify the shipper or carrier and shall retain and store in a safe place any and all packaging material. (b) In the event of emergency, Borrower must take all steps necessary to prevent any additional damage to Borrowed Property. No repairs or conservation work shall be made of Borrowed Property without CMH’s prior written consent.
5.
Insurance. (a) Borrowed Property must be insured during the loan period. The object(s) must be insured under an all-risk, wall to wall policy subject to the following standard exclusions: wear and tear, gradual deterioration, insects, vermin, or inherent vice; repairing, restoration, or retouching process; hostile or warlike action, insurrection, rebellion; nuclear reaction, nuclear radiation, or radioactive contamination. (b) The Borrower carries the insurance, the Borrower represents that the required coverage as described above will be secured and maintained and that the CMH will be named as additional insured. Documented evidence of the Borrower’s insurance (copy of the policy and/or certificate of insurance) must be provided to and approved by appropriate CMH staff before Borrowed Property will be released. (c) The CMH registrar must be notified in writing by the Borrower and their insurer at least 20 days prior to any cancellation or limitation in the Borrower’s policy. Federal borrowers are not required to carry any further insurance.
6.
Indemnification. Borrower shall indemnify and hold CMH harmless from any and all losses, claims, actions, liabilities, damages, costs and expenses (including attorney’s fees, costs and expenses) incurred by Borrower arising from or in connection with or as a result of this Loan Agreement, the loan or use of the Borrowed Property or the enforcement of Borrower’s rights under this Loan Agreement. This indemnity shall survive the termination of this Loan Agreement and/or the return of the borrowed property and shall remain in full force and effect after said termination and/or return of the borrowed property.
7.
Shipment. Transportation and shipping of the Borrowed Property, and the costs incurred in connection with or incidental to said transportation and shipping, shall be the responsibility of Borrower. The method of transportation and shipment to be used by Borrower shall be approved by CMH. When applicable, movements of Borrowed Property between venues, must be approved by CMH at least four weeks in advance of shipping.

Return, Cancellation, and Extension (a) CMH may, at any time and for any reason or for no reason at all, request the return of the Borrowed Property and Borrower shall, upon such request, immediately return said Borrowed Property to CMH. (b) The return of Borrowed Property pursuant to this paragraph shall not, in any way, limit or modify Borrower’s liabilities and obligations as set forth herein. CMH shall not be liable for any costs or injuries sustained by Borrower as a result of or in connection with the return of Borrowed Property pursuant to this paragraph. (c) Any extension of the loan period must be request and approved by CMH in writing in advance of the expiration date. Borrower must submit a renewal request to the AME activity along with one year’s worth of current environmental readings, light level readings (foot candles and UV), and current on-exhibit photographs (if warranted for the type of artifact). Requests for extension of a loan are reviewed and approved by the AME activity, Property Branch, and Executive Director of CMH, and must be in compliance with AR 700-131.
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
