Technique
Lacks vocal control and/or makes questionable placement choices in voice.
Limited grasp of commercial singing but understands some passages within voice. Transitions through bridges are not smooth.
Understands the mix and employs color and depth of tone well.  Has some ability to transition smoothly through first bridge.
